Groups that provide volunteer services to the Our Lady of Refuge Parish, Fordham 
Bedford Housing Corporation, Fordham Bedford Children’s Services and Concourse 
House can offer a donation for a one day, a weekend or a week long stay. 
 
One key will be provided per group.  Not returning the key, stolen or damaged property 
will result in loss of  $25.00 deposit. 
 
Groups/ individuals are responsible for providing food, utensils, sheets, pillows, towels, 
detergent, and toiletries. We advise the use of paper products for meals since kitchen 
utensils are limited. 
 
Refuge House will provide kitchen space, pots, beds or cots, meeting space, and use of a 
laundry room. 
 
Community / meeting space must be reserved in advance by filling out a Community 
Space reservation form, see Lizzette Wills for more details.   
 
Phone service may be provided for local calls only during office hours.   Groups are 
required to use a phone card for long distance phone calls.   
    
***Groups are not allowed to bring guests into Refuge House. 
 
Refuge House/Casita Refugio is used by several Parish Groups, Fordham Bedford 
Housing Corp, Fordham Bedford Children’s Services, Fordham Bedford Community 
Coalition, and TICO (Training Institute for Community Organizing).  Therefore it is 
important to respect the schedules and space that the groups use.  It is essential to 
maintain silence in the hallway.  The house has an active chapel that many parish 
members use for prayer and reflection. 
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
